for an extremely wide variety of tasks. 
In fact, it is very difficult to find a 
product today that does not use some 
type of adhesive in its construction, 
packaging or manufacturing process.

Some of the earliest examples of 
humans using glue to attach axe 
heads or repair clay pots date 
back more than 10,000 years.
Synthetic adhesives gained 
popularity during the early 1900s. 
Until that time, most adhesives 
were made using ingredients 
taken from plants or animals.
Elmer’s white glue was introduced 
in 1947. Since then, it has become 
one of the most popular types of 
glue used in schools.

Cyanoacrylate, also known 
as super glue or Krazy glue, 
was discovered by accident 
in 1942 by Harry Coover. 
He discarded his discovery 
because the substance 
instantly stuck to everything 
it touched. He and Fred 
Joyner rediscovered 
cyanoacrylate in 1951 after 
realizing its potential  
as an adhesive.
