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Legislature Allows Counties Higher Cap for No-Bid Contracts

TOPEKA — Kansas coun-
ties could award pricier
construction contracts to
select businesses under a
bill that seeks to raise the
ceiling for mandatory pub-

lic bidding processes.
Under current law, any
county construction project
that exceeds $25,000 must
involve a public bidding
process, allowing com-
panies to compete for
desirable contracts. The
House on Monday passed

$100,000.

House Bill 2571, which, if
it becomes law, will raise
the project cost threshold to

It would allow govern-
ments to privately award
higher value construction
contracts for county build-
ings, bridges, highways,

dams, turnpikes and parking
lots.

The cap, however,
doesn’t preclude counties
from soliciting public
bids for contracts under
$100,000, said Jeff
