ORDINANGCE NO. 208

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANGE NO. 204, RELATING TO WATER RATES AND
AMENDING ANY PREVIOUS ORDINANCES OR RESOLUTIONS SETTING FORTH WATER
RATES FOR THE CITY OF UNIONTOWN, KANSAS.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY
OF THE CITY OF UNIONTOWN, BOURBON COUNTY, KANSAS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: From and after the date of the passage and publication of this ordinance, the
initial water rates required; and to be charged and collected for, through its officers and
agents, for water service furnished by the waterworks system of said city, being a part of
the water and sewage system of said city shall be as follows:

(a) All water users living inside the city limits of Uniontown, Kansas shall pay in any
one billing month a minimum charge of $28.66 for the first 1,000 gallons or part
thereof; and for all water used over the first 1,000 gallons, there shall be a charge
of $12.98 per thousand gallons.

(b) All water users living outside the city limits of Uniontown, Kansas shall pay in any
one billing month a minimum charge of $29.90 for the first 1,000 gallons or part
thereof; and for all water used over the first 1,000 gallons, there shall be a charge
of $13.55 per thousand gallons.

SECTION 2: From and after January 1, 2027, the initial water rates required: and to be
charged and collected for, through its officers and agents, for water service furnished by
the warterworks system of said city, being a part of the water and sewage system of said
city shall incur a 3% annual increase on the usage rate.

SECTION 3: This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from March 26, 2026 billing
and after its introduction, passage and publication in the official city newspaper.

SEWER RATES, AND AMENDING ANY PREVIOUS ORDINANCES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
UNIONTOWN, KANSAS:

SECTION 1: From and after the date of the passage and
publication of this Ordinance, the sewer rates required and to be
charged and collected for the use of and services rendered by the
sewage disposal system of said City shall be as follows:

A minimum fee of $27.50 per month for the first 1000 gallons

of water usage plus $0.31 per 1000 gallons of water usage

after the minimum, per water meter.
SECTION 2: From and after January 1, 2027, the sewer rates
required and to be charged and collected for the use of and services
rendered by the sewage disposal system of said City shall incur a
3% annual increase.
SECTION 3: This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from
and after its introduction, passage and publication in the official
City newspaper.
